Mental Health:  262 with support packages provided by               

  Mental Health 

Disability: 44 with support packages provided  by  

  Disability 

Guardianship: 73 with support packages provided by  

  Guardianship 

Homelessness: 636 for Supportive Housing and Specific Pro-

gram Responses.  Of the properties allocated to homelessness 

151 have been allocated t specific programs and 485 to specific 

target groups within the homelessness sector. 

Round one of the nominations process for properties occurred in 

March with the release of the first 120 houses and round two is 

expected to occur in June with the release of the next 150 

houses.  The allocation process for Mental Health/Disability/

Guardianship is being managed by those agencies. 

Approximately 30 people attended the forum 

who heard what is happening in the inner 

city for youth homeless and an overview of 

the 1st round of programs for young people 

experiencing homelessness from Leanne 

Cornell and Robyn Sutherland.  Leigh 

Goodenough spoke how the Low Income

Services spoke about the cost of drugs & al-

cohol   Full transcripts are available on the 

website @ Homelessness SA.

Reducing homelessness is a major 

goal for the Government of South 

Australia and is reflected 

in the South Australian (SA) Strate-

gic Plan target: halving órough sleep-

ersô by 2010.   The five-yearly Cen-

sus of Population and 

Housing, conducted by the Austra-

lian Bureau of Statistics (ABS), is 

the major source of data 

relating to the number of people who 

are homeless. Other sources of infor-

Sleeper Street Count was conducted 

on 4 May 2010 in 

collaboration with the inner city day 

centres. Results will be available on 

the DFC website in 

the next few weeks. The focus of the 

Street Count has been on the 

inner city of Adelaide, which has the 

highest concentration of homeless 

people in SA.

*Get a packet of ravioli and a jar 

of bolognaise sauce from the 

shops.  Put a medium sized 

saucepan of water on the stove on 

high until boiled.  Once boiled 

add the packet of ravioli and turn 

down to medium heat.  Once 

ravioli is cooked through drain.  

Pour sauce into a small saucepan 

and heat, once the sauce is hot 

serve with the ravioli. 

*Get a jar of pasta bake sauce 

from the shops. Cook 500g of 

pasta then pour the pasta into a 

casserole dish and stir in the pasta 

bake sauce. Sprinkle on some 

grated cheese and stir that in too, 

the sprinkle cheese over the top.  

Put into oven (180°C) and cook 

until cheese is melted. 

*Get a cooked chicken and a jar 

of pasta sauce from the shops and 

shred the chicken off the bones.  

Cook some pasta (500g serves 4) 

and mix the chicken and pasta 

together on a plate or in a bowl.  

Pour the sauce into a saucepan 

and heat on low.  Once heated 

add the sauce to the chicken and 

pasta. 

*When making the spaghetti 

bolognaise use another pasta, 

such as spirals, instead of spa-

ghetti and mix into a casserole 

dish, sprinkle with cheese and 

cook in the oven (180°C) until 

the cheese melts.  Now you have

The Domestic and Family   
Violence Crisis Lines Groups 
was held  in Adelaide in April.   
 
We have been meeting for the 
past three years to try to     
determine guidelines and   
protocols for working better 
together to facilitate interstate 
transfers and improve the 
safety  outcomes for women 
and children.  It has been an 
interesting and informative 
process to find out the         
different models of service   
delivery that exist from state to 

state , the comparisons       
between government agencies 
and non government and the 
different methods of referrals 
to shelters.  We also           
discussed a plan to hold a   
national candle lighting every 
May to commemorate those 
women, men and children who 
have died as a result of       
domestic and family            
violence.  This has happened 
in other states for the past two 
years and we are hoping to 
make it a nationwide 
event.  This year there were 
representatives from Queen-

Domestic and Family Violence Crisis Lines - Australia Wide 

*When cooking pasta take one piece of pasta out of the saucepan and break it in half to check if it is 

cooked.  If it is cooked it will be the same colour and soft, if itôs nearly cooked there will be a small 

white dot in the middle. Just keep cooking it for an extra minute or so, then check it again. 

*When cooking rice you can also try this to see if the rice is cooked, it will just be a different shade of 

white in the middle if not done.  Also you can squash the grain of rice between your fingers and when 

it is ready you will be able to squash the whole thing. 

* If you are cooking a meal for one person and the recipe says that it serves 4 people then you can just 

put the left over's in separate containers and freeze them to keep for meals on other nights. 

*When you have finished cooking rinse the pans or fill them with hot water to make it easier to wash 

them later. 

*Add milk to the saucepan when cooking green veggies to hold their colour. 

*When cooking a pot of pasta add a tablespoon of oil to the pan to stop it sticking. 

* Beat up a couple eggs with leftover vegies and fry together in a panðôBubble Nô Squeakô 

* Prepare two minute noodles and add cooked chicken, frozen peas & corn for a healthy quick meal
